Please clean all recycling 

  

SMALL BLUE BOX 

GLASS--Clean Bottles and 
Jars only—all colors together 
loose in the blue box 

Motor Oil—Place next to 
the blue box in a plastic jug  
no larger than a gallon with   
a screw on lid & label “Used 
Motor Oil”

LARGE BLUE RECYCLE CART 

PLASTIC—Jugs, Tubs & Bottles 
ONLY remove & throw away lids and 
caps 

PAPER—Mail, newspaper, cereal 
and dry food boxes, colored paper, 
magazines, phone books, paper bags, 
wrapping paper.  Shredded Paper 
must be contained in a paper bag with 
the top securely closed 

METAL-Food and Beverage Cans 
and CLEAN Aluminum Foil shaped into 
a ball no smaller than a fist. Lids 
should be secured inside the can by 
leaving attached and pushing inside or 
by placing the lids inside the cans and 
smashing down only the open end  

CARDBOARD-Flat and un-waxed 

ASEPTIC TetraPak® cartons 
Gable Top Milk and Juice Cartons 

Examples of items that can 
NOT be recycled: 

NO plastic containers smaller than 
6 oz.  

NO plastic bags or plastic wrap of 
any kind 

NO prescription pill bottles 

NO paper towels, cups, plates,  
napkins, tissues, foil wrapping   
paper, or paper laminated with 
other materials. 

NO broken glass, ceramics, vases, 
mirrors, window glass, light bulbs, 
drinking glasses, dishes, Pyrex, or 
cookware 

NO Styrofoam® of any type 

NO containers that held toxic     
materials (anything with a warning 
or caution label) 

Flatten all CARDBOARD  
and PAPER  

All other material should retain its 
shape for proper sorting. 
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Sanipac Teams up with Oregon Green Schools
show them they can make a real difference at 
school and throughout this community.”  The Oregon 
Green School program has been an integral part of 
promoting school sustainability.  School green teams 
compost hundreds of pounds of food waste and 
recycle thousands of pounds of paper, cardboard and 
plastic each month keeping those resources out of 
the landfill.  School green teams plant trees, promote 
zero waste lunch rooms, tour the landfill, plant 
native plants in local parks, create school gardens 
and partner with the local utility to raise and release 
salmon and study solar energy. For Eugene’s Oregon 
Green Schools, school sustainability all begins with 
the humble garbage audit, an Oregon Green School 
certification, a plan of action, and a school full of 
students and staff that believe each student has the 
power to make a difference not only in their school, 
but also in the world around them.

In schools across the Eugene/Springfield area, 
students, teachers and staff are making a difference 
in their communities with programs to recycle, reduce 
waste, save energy and conserve water. The Oregon 
Green School program is growing with a record 
number of schools achieving certification this year. 
18 schools in Eugene have joined with five additional 
schools in Lane County to bring the number of Oregon 
Green Schools across the state to over 200 strong. 
Sanipac’s financial support allows schools to travel 
to the annual Oregon Green School Summit, where 
four students and one teacher from each school 
attend educational sessions centered on resource 
conservation themes. Student favorites include paper 
making, waste audits 101, worm bin composting, 
recycled crafting, maximizing school recycling, 
sustainable food choices, and climate change. The City 
of Eugene’s Oregon Green School Coordinator Anne 
Donahue says, “Eugene’s Oregon Green Schools are 
finding innovative ways to reduce waste and conserve 
resources. These activities encourage students and
